2.  Revenues collected pursuant to section 42-5070. 31

reservations in this state. 34 

4.  Revenues collected pursuant to section 42-5010, subsection G and 35 
section 42-5155, subsection D. 36 

5.  Revenues collected pursuant to section 42-5010.01 and section 37 
42-5155, subsection E. 38 

B.  The department shall credit payments of estimated tax to an 39 
estimated tax clearing account and each month shall transfer all monies in 40 
the estimated tax clearing account to a fund designated as the transaction 41 
privilege and severance tax clearing account.  The department shall credit 42 
all other payments to the transaction privilege and severance tax clearing 43 
account, separately accounting for the monies designated as distribution 44 
base under sections 42-5010, 42-5164 and 42-5205.  Each month the 45 
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department shall report to the state treasurer the amount of monies 1 
collected pursuant to this article and articles 4, 5 and 8 of this 2 
chapter.

section 15-154 and two hundred thousand dollars is appropriated each 38 
fiscal year, to be paid in monthly installments to the department of 39 
education to be used for the character education matching grant program as 40 
provided in section 15-154.01.

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the fund consists of an amount equal to eighteen percent of the net 1 
proceeds of the state income taxes for the fiscal year two years preceding 2 
the current fiscal year.
