(a)  HOUSING FOR INDIVIDUALS THAT PROVIDES OR ADVERTISES, MARKETS OR 29 
OTHERWISE IMPLIES THAT THE PREMISES, PLACE OR DWELLING UNIT PROVIDES ANY 30 
SERVICE FOR RECOVERY FROM ANY DISABILITY OR DISORDER RELATED TO ALCOHOL, 31

1.  THE NUMBER OF COMPLAINTS AGAINST SOBER LIVING HOMES THAT ARE NOT 27 
LICENSED BUT ARE REQUIRED TO BE LICENSED RECEIVED BY THE DEPARTMENT EACH 28 
YEAR. 29 

2.  THE NUMBER OF COMPLAINTS AGAINST SOBER LIVING HOMES THAT ARE NOT 30 
LICENSED BUT ARE REQUIRED TO BE LICENSED INVESTIGATED BY THE DEPARTMENT OR 31 
ITS THIRD-PARTY CONTRACTOR EACH YEAR. 32 

3.  THE NUMBER OF COMPLAINTS AGAINST SOBER LIVING HOMES THAT ARE NOT 33 
LICENSED BUT ARE REQUIRED TO BE LICENSED THAT RESULTED IN INSPECTIONS BY 34 
THE DEPARTMENT OR ITS THIRD-PARTY CONTRACTOR EACH YEAR.  35 

4.  THE NUMBER OF ENFORCEMENT ACTIONS AGAINST SOBER LIVING HOMES 36 
THAT ARE NOT LICENSED BUT ARE REQUIRED TO BE LICENSED TAKEN BY THE 37 
DEPARTMENT EACH YEAR. 38
